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Alejandro Borrajo W ins Stage 4 Road Race, T ops Po -
dium for the Second T ime in this Year's Race

CAICO successfully defends Zapata's GC Jersey
Waynesboro, VA (April 26, 2007) - Alejandro Borr ajo (Rite Aid Pro Cy cling)  
of Argentina outlasted the competition in the mountains to win the 108-mile 
stage 4 in 4:39:40, three second ahead of the second place finisher .

"It w as a difficult da y. RidersÕ legs were full of fear ,Ó said Borr ajo . I ga ve it 
one more attack Ñ all I hadÑ and got lucky ,Ó he said. ÒI hope to k eep it going 
to the final stage. Ó

This is Borr ajoÕs second stage at this y ear Õs Tour of Virginia. Borr ajo , 27, 
pro ved his mettle as a sprinter b y handily winning the stage 2 crieterium in 
Lynchburg on T uesda y.

Toda y, Borr ajo pro ved his skill as an all rounder on a long, hard road r ace 
that included two Cat -3 and two Cat -1 climbs, including the Cat -1 R eeds Gap  
climb at the mile 94 mark Ñthe scene of much dr ama during the now defunct  
Tour DuP ont r ace in the 1990s.

Sprinter K ayle Leongr ande (R ock R acing) finished 2 nd in 4:39:43 .



Leongr ande formed a chase group and caught up with Borr ajoÕs breaka way 
with only a few miles left in the stage. Leongr ande stuck with Borr ajo as the 
pair neared the crowd near the finish area in downtown W aynesboro Õs Main 
Street . But Leongr ande could not quite hang on to Borr ajoÕs wheel and 
faded in the last two hundred meters, and thus a sprintersÕ duel failed to 
materializ e.

ÒI gave it ev erything I could; Alejandro (Borr ajo) had a little more, Ó Leon-
gr ande said.

Leongr ande said his finish pro ved that he is not just a criterium specialist. 
He credited his podium finish to his losing weight to increase his power -to-
weight -r atio and focusing on climbing this past winter .

Dan Bowman (K elly Benefit Str ategy) finished the stage 3 rd in 4:40:01.

ÒZapata (Ja vier Z apata) and I were in the break, but I just couldnÕ t hold on, Ó 
said Bowman.

Yesterda yÕs stage winner , Ja vier Z apata (CAICO) of Columbia , finished 13 th  
in 4:40:04 .

Zapata brutaliz ed the peloton on y esterda yÕs final climb during stage 3 to 
tak e control of the top spot in the gener al classification. T oda y, CAICO suc -
cessfully defended Z apataÕs GC jersey . Z apata will wear the A ugusta Medical 
Center Mountain Leader Jersey into tomorrowÕ s stage.

ÒIt was another hard da y,Ó said Zapata, Òwe allowed the terr ain to tak e its 
toll. W e will continue to work to conserv e what we ha ve and maintain our 
ground. Ó

19- year -old R yan Baumann (ABD Cy cling T eam), of Green Ba y , WI finished 
stage 3Õs long haul in 24 th place in a time of 4:41:57 . Baumann started the  
day as the Under -23 leader and earned the right to wear the U-23 
Bicy clepowermeters.com Jersey for at least another da y.

ÒWith stages lik e these and tough competitionÑit Õs a v ery humbling experi -
ence. IÕm happ y just to be here, Ó said Baumann. ÒMy goal is to finish the 
week, but the U-23 is an honor .Ó

Whittled to 116 riders after y esterda yÕs stage from its original field of almost  
180 r acers, the peloton began stage 4 amidst the budding dogwood of a 
burgeoning spring woods inside the beautiful Douthat State P ark near Clifton  
Forge.



After stage 4 w as o ver, the peloton w as whittled further to 104 riders.

Prior to the r ace, some teams and riders said y oung riders were suffering too  
early in the week against a tough course and other riders with hea vy inter -
national experience.

Kelly Benefits Str atagies/LSV director Beth Leasure adamantly dismissed 
these opinions as nonsense and whining.

ÒTeams shouldnÕ t complain the r ace is too hard, Ó said Leasure, who has 
man y y ears of r acing experience, including r acing on French and a Dutch 
team and who has a history of success in directing y oung riders as profes -
sionals. ÒW e need a r ace lik e this if we are ev er to compete at the world 
lev el. IÕm gr ateful that this is hard and that the organiz ers and cities lik e 
Waynesboro are putting on a hard r ace lik e this, Ó she said.
